Grounds Financial Summary
Sunset Memorial Gardens, Inc.
Fiscal Year ending May 31, 2019

The net income was $29,430, only about $3,000 less than we had projected because we had
anticipated increases to operating expenses.

The net result is due to a slight decrease in gross revenue and the increased expenses. It was a very
costly fiscal year for snow removal (53,800 increase) and mowing (56,300 increase). The weather
related expenses are impossible to anticipate.

We also put new flooring in the office building which was expensed and therefore lowered the net
income reported.

Total investments income shows an increase of 12% over the prior year. Contributions designated to
the Perpetual Care Fund were almost identical to prior year and also very close to what we expected.

Even though the net income was lower than expected we were still able to slightly increase our cash
reserves to a total of about $444,000. A small amount of the cash reserves is what is in the regular
checking account. Most of the cash reserves are in a managed investment account. The cash reserves
remain very strong and are continuing to increase.

The value of the Perpetual Care Trust Fund increased to a new value of $1,097,000 at year end. Net
investment income was about $26,000 and contributions designated to the fund were about $13,000
and Sunset contributed $5,500 to the fund to satisfy our 20% of lot sales as required by the Trust
Agreement. Also in accordance with the Perpetual Care Trust Agreement over $21,000 of the
investment income was paid out to Sunset Memorial Gardens to be available for cemetery operations.
